
101 Ways to Creatively Hide Money In your Home 

1. Hobby Container: Store cash in a knitting or craft tote bag you already use. 

2. Freezer Wrap: Wrap money in foil and tuck it in the freezer. 

3. Basement Stash: Hide a small envelope in an unassuming box in the basement. 

4. Foam Plate Hideaway: Cut out the center of a stack of foam paper plates, place money inside, then reassemble and secure 

with a twist tie. 

5. Tin Can Safe: Clean out an old tin can, tape the lid back on, and hide it among canned goods. 

6. Unexpected Maxi Pad: Conceal cash inside a wrapped maxi pad package. 

7. Book Safe: Hollow out an old book and store your money between the pages. 

8. Hidden Compartment Box: Use a small safe or lockbox that looks like a regular container. 

9. Loose Floorboard: Lift a loose floorboard and tuck an envelope inside. 

10. False Bottom Drawer: Create a secret compartment in a drawer with a removable false bottom. 

11. Behind Picture Frame: Tape cash behind a picture in a frame hanging on the wall. 

12. DVD Case: Hide money inside a DVD case on your shelf. 

13. Decorative Vase: Place a rolled-up envelope inside a vase that isn’t frequently moved. 

14. Outlet Safe: Use a fake electrical outlet safe that looks like a normal outlet. 

15. Magazine Pile: Conceal cash under a stack of old magazines on a coffee table. 

16. Cereal Box: Hide money in an empty, resealed cereal box on the pantry shelf. 

17. Tissue Box Secret: Use a used tissue box that can be stored away discreetly. 

18. Hollow Candle: Purchase or DIY a candle with a hollow center for hiding cash. 

19. Photo Album: Tuck money between the pages of a photo album. 

20. Behind Loose Bricks: Hide a small envelope behind a loose brick in your fireplace or chimney. 

21. Sugar Jar: Use a sealed jar labeled “sugar” but filled with money instead. 

22. Desk Compartment: Place cash in a hidden compartment inside an old desk. 

23. Storage Ottoman: Use a storage ottoman with a secret compartment. 

24. Under Pillow: Hide money under a pillow in a rarely used guest room. 

25. Coat Lining: Conceal cash in the lining of a winter coat hanging in your closet.

35. Wooden Decor: Hide money in a decorative wooden box that appears ordinary. 

36. Under Furniture: Tape cash under the underside of a heavy piece of furniture like a table. 

37. Envelope in a Drawer: Stick a sealed envelope behind other items in a drawer. 

38. Hidden in a Binder: Place money in a binder’s pocket among your documents. 

39. In a Pen or Pencil Case: Conceal cash in a non-transparent pen or pencil case. 

40. Behind a Clock: Use a wall clock with a deep back compartment. 

41. In a Shoe Box: Tuck money in a shoebox and place it among other boxes in a closet. 

42. False Bottom Bag: Sew a false bottom into a bag or purse to hide money. 

43. Inside a Scarf: Fold cash and hide it within the folds of a long scarf. 

44. Under a Rug: Tape an envelope under a small area rug. 

45. Inside a Lamp Base: Hide cash in the hollow base of a desk or floor lamp.
