This Third Grade Basic Skills Curriculum provides 35 weeks of lessons, designed for four days
per week of written work and one day of real-life learning—perfect for record-keeping and
balance. Each day includes four pages: one for spelling, English, math, and reading.

When you notice your child writing confidently in print, begin introducing cursive a little at a
time. A separate Cursive Writing Book is available if you'd like to continue that practice
throughout the year. There is a short cursive lesson at the back of the book.

Encourage curiosity by visiting your local library and exploring good “living books,”
educational videos, and hands-on projects for history and science. You'll find additional
recommendations and free answer keys on my website:
