To the home educator,

Thank you for choosing to use this curriculum with your child. We believe our world is far
too complex and that learning at home can be simplified to avoid chaos and confusion.
Schooling at home should be an enjoyable, peaceful time between you and your child—not
something they dread because of endless pages of busywork.

Plain and not so Plain Academy’s approach is to concentrate on the basics and then fill in
with real-life learning. This method is meant to take the stress and fear out of teaching your
child at home. Your child’s entire elementary education is going to be one big repetition,
year after year. We simply remove the extra complexities and get back to the foundations of
reading, writing, and arithmetic. As your child works through these pages, they will grow in
confidence and you will gain more freedom to pursue other interests and family priorities.

If you find that your child is struggling with a particular concept in Plain and not so Plain’s
curriculum, simply slow down and give them extra practice until they understand it. Keep it
light and make it enjoyable. If finishing an entire worksheet at one time feels overwhelming,
have them complete part of it and then take a break. No stress.

This 4th grade Basic Skills Curriculum is designed to cover 36 weeks of school, four days
per week. I recommend doing four days of “worksheet schooling” and then one day of real-
life schooling. This will give you 180 days of record-keeping for your school year. Plan on
four pages each day. A typical workday begins with spelling words, a page for math
concepts, a page for practicing math facts, and one page for English and individual reading.
A major focus this year is mastering math facts, which will make all future math a more
enjoyable experience for your child.

As you see your child becoming confident and consistent in printing, you can begin
implementing cursive writing into their daily lessons. Due to space allowance, cursive is not
included in this book. That cursive book is available separately. As they grow in confidence,
they will gradually transition from print to cursive.

Explore learning through a variety of books, audiobooks, and documentaries available at
your local library. I share many of our favorite history and science resources on my site.
Read “living books” to your child and let them gain an understanding of the world around
them through these rich stories.

If needed, an answer key is provided on my blog under the homeschooling section. I was
unable to include it in this book due to size.
